Oral traditions are a big 
part of the Latino culture, and this mini-grant is for a Noche 
program with an emphasis on cultural literacy activities. The 
mini-grant money will be used to hire a storyteller or performer 
to come to your library to tell stories that celebrate the Latino 
culture, as well as for decorations, publicity, and material. 
(Twenty percent of the funds could be used for refreshments.) 

Go to the Noche de Cuentos mini-grant page for more information 
and to apply for a $500 mini-grant for a Noche de Cuentos program 
at your library. Applications are now open. You must be a member of REFORMA 
National/REFORMA de Florida to apply. Buena suerte!

I was 
proud to see Sarah Romero, REdeFL student 
member, called up as the winner of the 
Kimberly Amos-Tata FSU iSchoool Scholarship.

Welcome to the Book Sharing Corner

This month’s favorite reads will stay with me for a long time and will become permanent 
recommendations on my list to share with friends and colleagues. I can’t wait to have fun with 
my pick for reading aloud, *No me tigres*!
For children:
*No me tigres,* de Nane Garcia Contreras Martinez. A buen paso editorial S.L. (Distributed in 
the US by Spanish Publishers, LLC.). Ages 6 and up. 
Liebre or libre? bola or loba? jilguero o ligero? culpa or pulga? Children who have a command of 
the Spanish language will immediately connect and enjoy the clever transposition of syllables 
within the context of the story in *No me tigres.* This is a delightful book in which the 
protagonist overcomes fears through creative and transformative word choices. Readers enjoy 
playing with words, guessing the original ones, and appreciating the images and colors that 
accompany her journey of learning to set boundaries and stand up for herself. It’s great for 
reading aloud or classroom use for ages 6 and up.

For Adults:
*Mi nombre es Emilia Del Valle* / My Name is Emilia Del Valle, de Isabel Allende. 
Vintage Español / Penguin Random House, 2025.

If you enjoy historical fiction, Isabel Allende is a true master of the genre. She writes with 
elegance and power, blending remarkable historical accuracy with elements of myth and magical 
realism. Last month, I reread *La casa de los espíritus* and recommended it in this column. Now, 
Allende’s most recent novel, *Mi nombre es Emilia del Valle / My Name is Emilia del Valle,* 
reconnects us with the del Valle family from her debut. The story opens in late 19th-century San 
Francisco and is narrated by Emilia, a strong-willed, fierce, and independent heroine. She 
embarks on a tumultuous journey to discover her identity and roots in war‑torn Chile, where she 
serves as a U.S. war correspondent during the country’s bloodiest civil war. Born of a relationship 
between a novice nun and a wealthy Chilean seducer, Gonzalo Andres Del Valle. Emilia is as 
determined to find her biological father in Chile as she is to report on the war. The English 
translation is impeccable and remains highly faithful to the original Spanish version.

Summer has profound symbolism among numerous cultures: growth and 
abundance, as well as spiritual renewal and transformation. Since time 
immemorial, people gathered in religious and cultural festivals to celebrate the 
importance of summer in their lives. Some examples of this are solstice festivals, 
music events, sports tournaments, dancing, and carnival among others.
 Literature and art celebrated the beauty of summer by portraying the symbolic 
impact it has on our emotions and psyche. Some of the most common themes in 

literary work surrounding summer are love and romance, happiness and joy, 
adventure and exploration, growth and maturity, and relief and vacation. Writers and visual 
artists create and recreate the beauty of summer by depicting the blossoming of vegetation, the 
abundance of colors, and the energy of life. Cuban writer Reynaldo Arenas expressed his 
admiration for his native island Cuba and its tropical colors when he said, “Summer is my 
favorite color.” Summer is magic, life, love, growth, adventure, and excitement.
 Will all that being said, let’s welcome another Summer Reading program in our South Florida 
Libraries.
 Librarians love summer, not only for its beauty but also for the professional potential to impact 
communities of people through programs and resources. Librarians seek to meet our 
community’s intellectual and cultural needs. We are proud of becoming that special place where 
families, adults, and children feel the magic of adventure and exploration during summer 
vacations.
Our mission is to educate and incentivize a love for knowledge and intellectual curiosity through 
fun programming and events. Every year libraries create excellent summer reading programs full 
of events, prizes, festivals, STEM classes, and many other exciting events. Summer programs are 
not only for children and families but for all; teens and adults will also enjoy good programs and 
learning opportunities. 
Our summer theme this year is “Unearth a Story,” which focuses on discovering the world through 
adventures, incorporating exciting themes such as the legendary dinosaurs of our remote 
geological past, archeological discoveries of old civilizations, as well as nature, and local history.

Among great programming ideas for children and families are STEAM sessions about dinosaurs, 
archeology, paleontology, and other natural sciences. In my library we created STEAM programs 
that feature a paleontological experience where kids will unearth fossils. We baked fossils 
following a recipe found on YouTube and shared by a librarian. This year, a local archeology office 
based at Florida International University is doing a STEAM seminar for kids showing them the 
principles of real excavation and artifacts.
 Summer is a great time to have kids involved in arts and crafts seminars and classes. Numerous 
great ideas for such programming are drawing and painting dinosaurs, or making miniature 
dioramas featuring ancient Jurassic landscapes. What about making dinosaur puppets?!
 Partnering with local institutions, universities, local history, children’s museums, and science 
museums can be beneficial for libraries. These institutions might carry numerous programs such 
as local history presentations, archeology seminars, paleontology demonstrations, etc. A show 
about minerals and crystals is a great program library users will appreciate. The summer theme of 
unearthing stories is also an invitation to create fun programs such as “unearthing talent shows,” 
including escape rooms, or mystery scavenger hunts for teens and kids.
 We could also include multicultural programs such as the celebration of native cultures, as well as 
festivals and concerts featuring Andes Latin or Indigenous. Numerous associations such as the 
Morikami museums might partner with you to bring artists or musicians that represent other 
cultures. Programs using VR creating virtual trips to famous archeological places and monuments 
such as the pyramids in Chichen Itza and Egypt, or Stonehenge in England are all good choices 
for programs.
 Do not forget to use all this creativity to create great displays combining arts and crafts, and 
books. Your customers will appreciate a beautiful, decorated library inviting us all to celebrate 
the magic of summer.
 Let’s have the best summer, unearthing plenty of stories.

that offers the possibility of rebuilding a life from within confinement. 

Bent Feature Film · United States · 2018 
This noir-inspired thriller follows a disgraced former narcotics officer as he 
uncovers a network of corruption, conspiracy, and hidden loyalties after his release 
from prison. Combining political intrigue with the atmosphere of classic 
detective cinema, Bent stars Karl Urban and established Latino figures in 
Hollywood, Andy García and Sofía Vergara.
Hacker Feature Film · Denmark · 2019 
When a gifted teenager discovers that the truth about his mother’s disappearance 
has been hidden from him, he becomes entangled in a dangerous world of cyber-
surveillance and political secrecy. This coming-of-age adventure reflects a 
growing trend in Scandinavian cinema toward sophisticated youth-
oriented thrillers.

Night Train to Lisbon Feature Film · Germany, Switzerland, Portugal · 2013 
A chance encounter leads a Swiss professor to abandon his carefully ordered life 
and travel to Lisbon in search of the mystery behind the life and death of a 
Portuguese poet dedicated to overthrowing Salazar's dictatorship. As he 
pieces together fragments of the writer’s past, the film moves through questions of 
memory, political resistance, and the lives we might have lived if we had 
chosen differently.
